Guideline for the improvement of prosecution process in Thailand

for the protection of Burmese-nationality victims

Background 
Human trafficking is one of the main concerns in various countries, from a global, regional, to national level. This is because human trafficking is considered as being one of the most lethal types of human rights violation. As a result, many organizations, both private and public, give attention and cooperation to resolve the situation on trafficking in order to provide the basic rights protection that every person should have to the victims. 
 At the moment, the issues on providing legal rights protection are even more attended by government, NGOs, and international human rights agencies. This is seen from various sorts of collaboration, especially a collaboration among neighbouring countries, for example collaboration between Thai and Cambodia, and Thai and Department BATWC of Lao which come out as agreements in providing assistance to women and child who are the victims of human trafficking. For regional collaboration in acting againstwomen and child trafficking, Thailand recognizes the Mekong-Delta Regional Trafficking Strategies occurs between 6 countries in Mekong-delta area. However, there is still no direct agreement in assisting trafficking victims stated between Thai and Myanmar. This obstacle gets in the process of offering legal assistance to many Burmese-nationality women and child victims. 

In order to improve the collaboration in developing the judicial system in Thailand, which is going to increase a tendency and effectivity in giving full protection to the victims, with the support from the agencies offering legal assistance, public and private agencies, and international organizations, World Vision Foundation of Thailand via Mekong-Delta Regional Trafficking Strategies (MDRTS) organizes operational workshop.

Objectives

· To know the policy and process of both criminal and legal judiciary toward the protection of Burmese-nationality victims 
· To name the gaps in Thai judicial system in giving assistance to Burmese-nationality victims 
· To receive suggestions and guidelines for developing judicial system to give assistance to Burmese-nationality victims

Outcome
· To be able to identify the gaps in giving protection to Burmese-nationality victims in Thai judicial system
· Achieve guideline in improving the protection to the Burmese victims from collecting public, private, and international agencies opinions

Indicator

· Able to suggest a guideline from the meeting to public, international organizations or agencies involved that can take action in pushing policies
Activities

· Presenting sampling actions from assisting Burmese victims from both public and private agencies
· Review the process in the protection of victims

· Project presentation of World Vision Myanmar concerning the experiences of the victims who have to go through Thai judicial system

· Deviding attendances into sub-groups to discuss the way of improving protection for victims
