Oxfam in Vietnam: Project Evaluation Sharing Workshop
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A sharing workshop after the mid-term evaluation of the anti-human trafficking program of Oxfam Quebec in Vietnam took place last Friday morning, 4 November 2005 at the Sunway hotel, Hanoi, Vietnam.  This program is funded by Cida, Novib, Oxfam Great Britain, Oxfam Quebec and Oxfam Hong Kong and is implemented by Oxfam Quebec.

Participants to the workshop are the independent evaluation team, representatives of the program’s local partners in Ha Giang, Quang Ninh, Hanoi, Thai Binh and Ha Tinh provinces, different international organizations working in the same field in Vietnam (Save the Children UK, Action Aid, Afesip, USAids, UNIAP, IOM, ILO, Asia Foundation), related government agencies, the Oxfam alliance in Vietnam (Oxfam Quebec, Oxfam Hong Kong and Oxfam Great Britain) and the program staffs.
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During the workshop, the consultant presented general findings of the mid-term evaluation which was carried out during the last two months in all the targeted areas.  So far, the setting up of five support centers for women and children in the projected provinces, the significant increase in the awareness of vulnerable groups towards human trafficking and the risks of trafficking, the improvement of vulnerable women and children’s livelihood with contribution to their social-economic empowerment, the strengthening of partners capacity in planning, managing and implementing the activities, the development and participation in different regional and national networks to fight against trafficking have been the main achievements of the program.  With reference to the actual situation of trafficking in Vietnam and in the region, a definite recommendation to extend the existing program and/or carry out additional ones was made.
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
