Introduction to new Chairperson of Stakeholder Meeting for 2007

John McGeoghan from IOM was adopted as Chair of Stakeholder Meeting for the remaining meetings of 2007.

Introduction to new UNIAP Regional Program Manager – Mr Matt Friedman
Matt Friedman, UNIAP Regional Program Manager, briefly updated the meeting on Phase III of UNIAP emphasising it as the implementation phase of the COMMIT Project Proposal Concepts.  He emphasised that UNIAP is not the lead implementer of these PPCs but acts as a catalyst to encourage the government, donors, UN Agencies and NGOs to work together to achieve tangible goals.
Presentation of the Results from the Survey on Coordination Needs of Stakeholders 

Ms Kristy Fleming, Project Advisor of UNIAP-Cambodia presented a coordination structure to address human trafficking in Cambodia based upon responses received through the survey on coordination needs of stakeholders. She explained that the coordination structure is based upon the implementation of National Plan of Action (2006-2010) and accordingly proposes 4 coordination groups: Policy and Cooperation; Prevention; Criminal Justice; and Protection, Recovery and Reintegration. These coordination groups bring together single-issue working groups into a broader and more holistic strategy and provide a mechanism to report back to the Stakeholder Meeting and the National Taskforce on Human Trafficking.

After presenting the coordination structure and survey responses, Ms Fleming asked meeting participants to split into 5 groups to discuss the following two questions:

1) What are the most important objectives that you would like to see achieved in the fight against human trafficking in 2007?
2) Do you think the proposed structure can facilitate the achievement of these objectives? Why / Why not?

· 1 National taskforce with working groups underneath it – thematic coordination at the provincial level too

· Better understanding of data so that key indicators can be shared and analysed

· New trafficking law

· Guidelines for recruitment agencies

· Need for proper case management system to follow the reintegration process

· Working Groups at the provincial level are very important with reference to MOUs (cross border) provincial groups responsible for reporting back to the national level

Group 2

Agree with existing points, would like to add the following :

· Creation of information centre of migration destination province

· Centralisation of data to come up with plan of action and discuss with donors

· Fight against corruption in particular against border areas

Group 3

· Need a broad definition of trafficking

· Anti-trafficking law to be adopted

· Inter-Ministerial group set up

· Labour recruitment agencies – conviction of those guilty of trafficking

· Taskforce to work on dissemination 

· Document data on trafficking 

· Mechanism to follow-up on migrants overseas

· COMMIT – would like to continue creating MOUs

Coffee Break
Presentation on the Vietnam-Cambodia Exchange Visit and Future Plans 
Mr Touch Samon, Director General of the Ministry of  Social  Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation discussed the Cambodian Government delegation visit to Vietnam to discuss cross border trafficking.
The delegation had two issues to discuss –

· The phenomena of cross border trafficking

· Implementation of the agreement between both countries
The delegation met with relevant agencies and visited a model shelter and rehabilitation centre to see victims of trafficking to Cambodia that had returned to Vietnam. The Ministry of  Social  Affairs, Veterans and Youth Rehabilitation met with their Vietnamese partners and saw the current functioning structure which is supported by relevant agencies.

Collaborating on this issue was divided into two phases: identifying common goals and objectives between the two countries; and by the end of 2010 a joint plan between Cambodia and Vietnam should be in place.
Comments/Questions
Lesley Miller from UNICEF and John McGeoghan from IOM added that they both attended the exchange visit also and it was a very positive interaction between the two governments. They also emphasised that UNICEF and IOM will be working with the government to develop these relations between governments to implement the MOU.

Presentation on an Assessment of Trafficking in Svay Rieng Province

Mr. Yim Po, Executive Director of CCPCR, presenting statistics of children trafficked to Vietnam for begging (from IOM’s report) and outlined CCPCR’s work with trafficking victims.
Current work being done in Svay Rieng by CCPCR:
Prevention 
· Training workshops

· dissemination of information to rural areas

Recovery and Rehabilitation

· victims referred to CCPCR from authorities
· provide shelter, meals, medical, counselling, vocational training

Reintegration and Follow-up

· pre-assessment of family
· reintegration and follow-up (targeted support fund, continued support from social worker, non-family reintegration options)
