Launch of ECPAT report on NGOs Joint Statistics on Rape and Trafficking for Sexual Exploitation – 27 March, 2007
 
ECPAT-Cambodia in cooperation with NGOCRC launched their database report on Rape and Sex Trafficking in Cambodia for 2003-2004 on Tuesday 27 March, 2007 at the Sunway Hotel. The report is the result of a one year pilot project initiated by ECPAT-Cambodia and its member organisations and partners. The project was implemented by ECPAT-Cambodia and funded by ANESVAD Spain.
 
Whilst there are limitations to the study making the data presented not necessarily representative of the whole country, the data can still be useful. Data may be biased by programming of the participating NGOs however it highlights key trends such as common source (figure 10 &11 below) and destination (figure 14 &15 below) provinces for trafficking within Cambodia.  The reports also show common destination countries outside Cambodia such as Thailand and Malaysia.
