AMENDMENTS TO ASSEMBLY BILL 634

March 24, 2005

1. Move to Division 3 of the Business and Professions Code.
2. Add language requiring the Department of Consumer Affairs, in consultation with immigration experts and groups advocating on behalf of victims of domestic violence, to draft the basic rights information notice by June 30, 2006.
3. Add language to define criminal history as the summary criminal history information provided by the Department of Justice pursuant to Penal Code 11105.  The client may request a copy of his/her criminal history under the procedures established by Sec 11120 and following.
4. Limit the definition of International Marriage Broker to those organizations that "for a fee" offer to California residents dating, matrimonial, or social referral services involving recruits... (page 2, line 16). Exempt from the definition of IMB a traditional matchmaking organization of a religious nature that operates on a nonprofit basis and otherwise operates in compliance with the laws of this state.
